What type of Personal Data do we collect?

We may collect the following types of Personal Data:

How we collect your Personal Data

3. What is our power to obtain and use the personal data?

Lawful Basis (Article 6)

1.   the data subject has given consent to the processing of his or her personal data for one or more specific purposes.




2.   processing is necessary for the performance of a task carried out in the public interest or in the exercise of official authority vested in the controller




4. What is your personal information used for?

We use your personal data to identify you as having attended one of our meetings, to know who to send the Witton Word to and to correspond with you regarding any concerns or complaints you may have.



5. Will your personal information be shared?

6. How do we keep your personal information secure?
The security of your personal information is important to us. This is why we follow a range of security policies and procedures to control and safeguard access to and use of your personal information.



7. How long will we keep your personal information?
How long we keep your personal information depends on what we used it for. A record of who attended a Parish Council meeting is a matter of public record and is recorded in the meeting of each meeting. These minutes are published on the Parish Council Website and in the Witton Word.  If you have written to one of the Councillors then your details will only be kept for as long as it is necessary to resolve the issue you have raised.



8. Is your personal information processed overseas?
Your personal information is not processed outside the European Union.



9. Marketing
Although we do not carry out marketing as such we may email or post to you a copy of the Witton Word.  Before sending you an electronic copy of the Witton Word you must give us consent.
